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Configuring Internet Explorer and Windows 95 
for use with the SCC Dial-Up Network 

 

Section 1: Setting Up the Modem  

1. Click on Start, then Settings, then Control Panel. Now double-click Modems. 

 
2. If you see a window that looks like this, with a modem installed, then skip to 

Section 2: Setting Up Dial Up Networking. If there is no modem shown in the 
window, then continue to step 3 of this section. 
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3. Click on Add . Make sure the box is NOT checked next to the statement "Don’t 
detect my modem, I will select it from a list," then click Next , and setup will 
look for your modem. If your modem is detected, then click Next and Finish .  

 

4. If your modem is not detected, you will need to select one from the list. Choose 
your modem’s brand on the left side, and the model on the right side. If you do 
not see your modem in the list, you may try selecting "Standard Modem Types" 
on the left and your modem’s speed on the right. See figure below .  
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5. Now you will be asked to select a port. Be sure the port for your modem is 
selected. Most likely it will be Com. Port 2 or 4 . See figure below.  

 

6. When completed click Finish. Then click on the Diagnostics tab, and choose 
More Info . You should get similar results as shown below.  
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Section 2: Setting Up Dial Up Networking  

1. Open Control Panel and double-click the Add/Remove Programs icon. Click on 
the Window Setup tab. Click on “Communications."  Then click on the “details " 
button. Check the box next to “Dial Up Networking “then click OK, and OK 
again to return to Control Panel.  

 

2. In the Control Panel, double-click on the Network icon.  

 

3. Click on Add then select Protocol, Click Add again. Select Microsoft on the left 
side, and TCP/IP on the right as shown below. Click OK and your configuration 
should match the screen below right. Now click OK again to return to Control 
Panel. Restart the computer.  
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4. Close Control Panel if it is still open. Double-click on My Computer. Double-
click on Dial Up Networking. Then double-click on "Make New Connection." 
Note: It may start automatically when you open Dial up Networking for the first 
time.  
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5. Enter "SCC Dial Up." Make sure your modem is selected below this, as shown 
below (top), and click next. Then enter area code and phone number, as shown 
below (bottom). Be sure to use the local dialing number assigned to the county 
you live in.

6. Click Next and then click Finish. This will bring you back to "Dial Up 
Networking." 
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7. Right-click on SCC Dial 
Up, and select Properties. 
You should now see the 
window below. Clear the 
check next to "Use country 
code and area code" as 
shown to the right.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

8. Click on the "Server 
Types" tab. Clear the 
checks next to “Log on to 
network ", NetBEUI and 
IPX/SPX Compatible as 
shown to the right. Be sure 
only the settings shown 
below are checked in this 
window! Click OK.  
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9.  Double-click on "SCC Dial Up" and enter your User name and Password as shown 
below. 
 
User name:   
 In the user name field enter .username.student.scc (make sure you start with the 
period).  Your username will consist of the first letter of your first name, the first four 
letters of your last name, and the last four digits of your Colleague ID number.  

 
Example:  You are a student named Sam Masters and your Colleague ID number 
0456789.  Your user name would be smast6789, so in the username box above 
you would enter .smast6789.student.scc. 
 

Password:   
Your Password is your birth date in this format mmddyy. 
 

        Example:  Your birth date is Jan 1, 1990 and your password would be 010190 

 

 

 

10.  Check the Save Password box, if available. You may need to connect at least 
once to make this option available. Now click the "Connect” button.  
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11. Once connected, double-click the two small green computers next to the clock. 

 
This will pop up the connect dialog shown below. Click “Disconnect “to end your 
session.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

12. OPTIONAL: If the "Save Password" check box is unavailable, and your 
password will not save, you may add the Microsoft Client to fix this. Click on 
Start, then Settings, then Control Panel. Double-click on the Network icon. 
Click on Add, and then select Client. Click on Add again select Microsoft on the 
left side and select “Client for Microsoft Networks “on the right side as shown 
below. Click OK and your configuration should match the screen below. Click 
OK. Restart your computer.  
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Section 3: Configuring Internet Explorer  

1. Click on Start, then Settings , then Control Panel . Now double-click Internet Options. 
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2. Select the "Connection" tab and check the box marked "Connect to the Internet 
as needed." Choose "SCC Dial Up" from the list. Also ensure the box is checked 
next to "Connect to Proxy."  
NOTE:  

o According to which version of IE you are using, you may see a different 
layout of this screen. Adapt these directions to your version.  

o You need to be sure it  
1. Connects using a modem  
2. Accepts the IP and Port number of the Proxy  

o Hint: You may see the "Settings" button labeled "Advanced."  

 

3. Click on the "Settings" button. Type "10.211.30.13" under "Address of Proxy to 
Use" and type "80" under "Port" as shown below. Also ensure that the box next 
"Use the same Proxy Server for all Protocols" is checked. Click OK.  
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4. You may also configure Internet Explorer to startup with your favorite 
"Homepage." Click on the "Navigation " or if that's not there, click on the 
"General" tab and type in the URL (http://www.southwesterncc.edu ) to the 
Internet site in the "Address" box as shown below. Click OK to close the Internet 
Explorer Properties.  
 

 

 

 

 

5. Double click "The Internet" icon to connect to the Internet. If you see a "Get 
Connected" screen like below, click Next and choose "Current" from the "setup 
options" screen as show below.  
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Even though you are receiving Internet service through SCC, you do not have to use the 
college's web address as the start page. We do recommend you use it or something simple 
like yahoo (www.yahoo.com) for the page to load easily and quickly.
